PROJECT BESCRIPTION

I. GENERAL

This project involves the relocation of the traffic control signalpole in the
northeast quadrant and installation of video detection, and pedestrian
crossing equipment at the intersection of MD 28 (W. Montgomery Avenue)
and Nelson Street in Montgomery County, Maryland.

MD 28 is-considered to run in an east/west direction.

Il. INTERSECTION OPERATION

The intersection is to operate in a NEMA five (5) phaose, full-traffic-actuated mode.
There willbe an exclusive/permissive left turn phase for the eastbound movement

of MD 28 with a right turn overlap for southbound Nelson Street. The MD 28 through
movements will operate concurrently with a concurrent pedestrian movement across
the north leg of the intersection. The Nelson Street through movements will operate
in a side street split phase mode with an actuated pedestrian movement across the
east leg of the intersection.

The existing cabinet/controller willbe utilized. Install video detection and pedestrian
equipment.
